RISK FACTORS i
characteristics at the
biological,
psychological, family,
or community level
that precedes and
are associated with a

higher likelihood of
negative outcomes

PROTECTIVE
FACTORS i
characteristics at the
biological,
psychological, family,
or community level
that are associated
with a lower
likelihood of negative
outcomes or that
reduces the negative
impact of a risk
factor
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SHARED RISK &
PROTECTIVE
FACTORS i

those that impact
more than one type of
public health issue,
(i.e. injury and

violence)
